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One response from Barton Hill was:  “That’s a hard one. it’s the job of the individual to know right from wrong. I don’t think police wardens/education makes a difference.”

Also, a white female aged between 7 – 13, answered:  “There shouldn’t be drugs in schools or around schools or youth centres.”
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A quote from a local male resident aged 60+ was: “Residents should stand up against them more and inform on drug dealers that they know.”

The Dings answers were all in the “Dealers” category and were only five responses for this question.

3) Do you feel confident in how drug issues are being dealt with in your area?
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A White male aged 19 – 30 said that he thought that the “Police don’t do enough” 

A White male aged 31 – 60 stated “Struggling with legislation”

A White female aged 7 – 13 said “I strongly do”

A White female aged 14 – 18 stated “Nothing is done about issues"

A White female aged 31 – 60 said “There can never be enough done to deal with the problem.”

A Black female aged 31 – 60 stated “I am happy to have CAAAD”.
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Responses from Redfield included: 

A Black female aged 31 – 60 stated “Not too much but CAAAD  and Nilaari”

A White female aged 31 – 60 said “Not aware of a drug problem”

Another White female aged 31 – 60 stated “Agencies do their best with limited resources”

A White other female aged 31 – 60 said “Yes and no. I feel CAAAD plays a very important role. I think though, it needs to be talked about more i.e. with police and the local communities.”
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A White female aged 19 – 30 stated “Yes, its not a problem that will go away quickly but I know there are lots of resources available - could always be more help - rehab etc.”

A White female aged 31 – 60 stated “Well, but fragmented ie there is little continuity of service.” 
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A Black female aged 19 – 30 stated “Semi - confident, lately the police have been definitely showing their presence.”
