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Executive Summary

The findings presented in this paper are from interviews with 40 offenders convicted within the Avon and Somerset Constabulary area of predominantly robbery and drug supply offences. The research was commissioned by the Bristol Robbery Delivery Group in December 2003, to update the original street crime research findings presented in the Operation Lynx Research Report 2002. 

The interview findings summarised here are themed according to the analyses of the transcriptions. The findings therefore aim to present the perspective of the offender. In attempting to understand the lifestyles of those committing and being convicted of offences driving street crime, we can, as partnerships, perhaps be more aware of the issues faced by those individuals and promote crime reduction and enforcement strategies as well as the commissioning of treatment and through-care methodologies accordingly.

In summary the findings from the interviews are as follows:

1. A large number were from single parent families, with an unstable male figure sporadically present throughout their developmental years.

2. A significant number had experienced drug dependent family members during their childhood.  

3. Antisocial behaviour (including drug use, petty crime and an inability to engage with mainstream society) began whilst at school.

4. Virtually all interviewees suggested that they received no (or at best poor) drug education within school.  

5. 55% (n=22/40) had been excluded from at least one mainstream school.

6. 35% (n=14/40) suffer from learning difficulties.

7. Virtually all offenders noted that their more serious offending was drug related, either through increased drug use or through supply.

8. Virtually all offenders convicted of robbery did so to support a class A drugs habit.

9. 75% (n=30/40) of all interviewees could be described as being drug dependent.

10. Shoplifting, burglary and credit card fraud was also identified as drug related crimes.

11. Upon arrest and charge, interviewees on the whole, were not having other offences taken into consideration (TIC) although virtually all admitted committing more.

12. The average daily spend by users on class A drugs was calculated at £300 – daily amounts spent range from £50 to £400

13. Female robbers, 83% (n=5/6) of whom were also involved prostitution, had average daily spends on class A drugs of £350-400. 

14. Crack houses were identified as common denominators between the drug markets, the sex market and robbery offences.

15. A wealth of unreported crime was apparent revolving around the central pivot of the drugs market.

16. The ‘Frontline’ open drugs market once located in St Pauls has shown considerable signs of displacement and change in method by dealers since the start of the SCI.

17. The drug markets described in the centre are still dominated by non-using Jamaican male dealers; the suburban markets however are dominated by white user-dealers.

18. The open and closed drugs markets are still widely used as a centre for those user-dealers from elsewhere in the region who buy class A drugs at a reduced rate, and disperse them accordingly.

19. All interviewees with class A drug problems suggested that unless a user was ready to stop using there was no effective treatment for terminating their habit. 

20. Prison was identified as the best place to receive treatment, although sentences of less than 2 years were criticised for not enabling the interviewees to engage with treatment and through-care programmes effectively.

21. A range of drugs were available in prison; selling in between 3 and 6 times the average street price. 

22. Virtually all interviewees suggested that they felt ‘let down’ by the system as a whole, and indicated that in order to engage with the CJS authorities they would need to be supported in order to have faith in the agencies.

23. Virtually all suggested that they felt the Probation Service did not adequately meet their needs.

24. All had engaged with the CARAT’s programme whilst convicted and thought of it positively.

25. Through-care was an issue for virtually all interviewees, who cited amongst other vulnerabilities, accommodation upon release, continued treatment, employment and the location of care / drug and probationary agencies 

These findings suggest that there have been changes in the dynamics of street crime offences, given the changes in the selling of the direct driver of the crime type. Having identified a displacement emerging from the central, once open drugs market, this paper expresses the need to identify and be pro-active in challenging the now semi-open and closed drug markets emerging through the displacement. 

The paper suggests that in order to tackle this emerging problem early identification and closure of crack houses through the crack house protocol and the identification of female robbers who sell sex (who have been pivotal in the drugs markets) will be paramount.   

In addition to this hypothesis, the paper makes a number of recommendations as to long-term identification and support for those vulnerable to engaging in problematic drug-use and crime as a lifestyle which are identified at the end of the main findings.

Section 1: Introduction & Methodology

Introduction

As a result of the increase in street crime offences during 2000-2001, the Home Office introduced the Street Crime Initiative (SCI) to address the problem. Avon and Somerset Police Constabulary’s response was to run a series of interviews, under the name Operation Lynx Robbery Reduction Initiative, with convicted street crime offenders and victims of street crime offences. The motivation for undertaking this research was to help to develop initiatives to reduce street crime within the policing area and understand the motivations, history and issues faced by offenders. In conclusion to the Operation Lynx interviews it became apparent that the major driver in the local increase of reported street crime offences was the disproportionate increase in availability and cheapness of class A drugs, predominantly crack cocaine.

In December 2003 the local SCI, Action On Street Crime (AOSC) Robbery Delivery group decided that the Operation Lynx interviews were very relevant to the progression of the initiative locally and instigated another round of interviews accordingly. The remit of the research was to be widened to include the new understanding of the role drugs play in the street crime dynamic. The current research therefore was to help understanding offender lifecycles, as well as to help understanding amongst the partnership and associated agencies in regard to crime reduction, motivation, sentencing and of course through-care. The official remit of the research was:

· To understand the personal history and developmental experiences of convicted street crime offenders.

· The extent to which drugs affect an offenders’ criminality and criminal career.

· To perceive an offenders’ view of the treatment they received within the Criminal Justice System.

· What assistance offenders felt that they needed to prevent re-offending. 

· Any aspirations and hopes they held for the future.

The ultimate aim of this paper then was to hypothesise as to whether any significant changes had occurred within the Bristol area in regard to the existence of street crime and it’s predominant driver.

Methodology

Two researchers, Jamie Last and Christopher Luke, who had previously been employed to work as part of the Home Office funded Operation Lynx research team were re-assigned to research the current paper.

The remit of the study was to re-run the Operation Lynx research to determine if the findings of the research were still justifiable. A summary of the original Operation Lynx
 findings were:

· 97% of interviewed offenders were dependent on crack cocaine and 71% dependent on opiates

· Offenders supporting drug habits believed that robbery was the most convenient method of producing cash to fund that habit

· The average personal daily spend on class ‘A’ drugs was £350

· Drugs at the identified open drugs market location cost were available at half the average national price

· The average age at which offenders started using drugs of any kind was 13 years of age

· 100% of female robbers were engaged in selling sex at some point in their history

· Offenders involved in robbery offences were also responsible for a variety of other acquisitive crimes

· Those convicted and serving sentences believed that sentences under 12 months were inappropriate for drug related offending

· Convicted offenders noted a wide dissatisfaction with the Probation Service 

The present remit was widened to include qualitative analysis of those convicted of Class A drug supply (including cocaine, crack cocaine and opiates including heroin). The new remit therefore included a detailed study of offenders charged and convicted of one or more of the following:

· Street crime (predominantly robbery – Home Office offences 3450 / 1 / 2 / 3)

· Supply class ‘A’ drugs (or possession with intent to supply)

· Also included are two interviews with convicted burglars who had drug dependency issues and were heavily involved with the support agencies.

The team identified offenders who had committed one or more of the offences outlined above within the Avon and Somerset area, convicted at Bristol Crown Court since January 2003. The rationale for this boundary was to ensure the findings remained current within a marketplace that remains turbulent.

The information following this remit was collected from the Crown Court Results department and collated into a usable database. The process of arranging interviews remained bureaucratic – the team forwarding information to identify the necessary prison inmate number and location of those identified via the Prison Location Unit. Once the necessary information had been identified the team forwarded requests for interviews to the prison via the Governor or the Resettlement team. The database created has been paramount in the analysis of the findings. It has also provided details on the productivity of the research team.

As an alternate route to access offenders the team approached Probation led agencies that could provide access to those serving non-custodial sentences. The agencies identified were the Youth Offending Team (YOT) and the Drugs Management Team (DMT). The YOT was not conducive to the research, providing no input or client access. The Probation Service was more helpful – managing to arrange three interviews with non-custodial offenders within the Bristol area. The South West Probation Area Supervisor provided details of all street crime offenders that have been or are due for release within the time period of the project. After numerous requests it is noted that the DMT, had not managed to arrange any interviews.    

In terms of those interviewees included in the study they can be classified according to the following: 

· Interviews were requested with 73 offenders, 70 of which were held in custody

· 41 interviews were requested with prisoners convicted of street crime offences

· 30 interviews were requested with prisoners convicted of drug supply offences

· Interviews were requested via 19 prisons 

· 37 interviews were conducted with offenders serving custodial sentences

· 3 interview was conducted with offenders serving non-custodial sentences

The conversion rate achieved by the research team therefore runs at approximately 55% of those requested to be interviewed consented to the research method.

The demographics of those offenders interviewed are as follows:

Sentence Details

· 62.5% (n=25/40) were sentenced for a street crime (i.e. robbery, theft from person etc)

· 32.5% (n=13/40) were sentenced for the supply of drugs

· 5% (n=2/40) were sentenced for burglary 

· The average length of sentence was 39.6 months, or 3 years 3 months (average=1585/40).

· For those convicted of drug supply / burglary offences the average sentence was 37.33 months, or just over 3 years.

· For those convicted of robbery offences the average length of sentence was 41 months, 3 years 5 months. 

· 15% (n=6/40) had received deportation orders to take effect after their custodial sentence had finished.

Personal Details

· 72.5% (n=29/40) were of White European ethnicity

· 22.5% (n=9/40) were of Afro-Caribbean ethnicity

· 5% (n=2/40) were of dual heritage 

· 75% (n=30/40) of offenders were male, the remaining 25% (n=10/40) being female 

· The average age of offenders interviewed was 30 years of age (total age=1196/40) 

· 47.5% (n=19/40) were born within the city of Bristol. 

· 42.5% (n=17/40) were born outside of the Avon and Somerset region.

· 22.5% (n=9/40) were born outside of the United Kingdom.

· The majority, 72.5% (n=29/40), of offenders defined their home residency within the city of Bristol

· Of those defining themselves as residents of Bristol, 27.5% (n=11/40) were resident within the Barton Hill area, representing the largest home residency area identified by the interviewees.

· 67.5% (n=27/40) had previously served a prison sentence – the average number of prison sentences previously served being 2 (total number previously served / the number who had served them=57/26)

Section 2: The Findings from 40 Offender Interviews

This section of the report presents the findings of the interview transcripts. It has been analysed by theme, which were identified according to the topics raised by the interviewees within the interviews. 

It is noted that throughout the findings profiles are built of both the total interviewee base and those convicted of robbery and supply individually. This is to show any anomalies and/or patterns between the two convicted behavioural patterns. 

Social Environment

The findings outlined in this chapter of the report revolve around the individual offenders’ developmental years, and focus on the prominent issues presenting themselves from the transcripts. The reason for analysing this area of the offenders’ lifecycles is to highlight any formative developments that could be suggestive of a set of indicators leading to involvement in a possible criminal pathway, particularly in relation to street crime and its associated behavioural traits. Although assessing risk of future involvement in such behaviour is not the role of this paper, we feel that in understanding the social development of offender lifestyles common ground can be seen, and as such can inform the need to make agencies inclusive in the drive for crime reduction strategies in line with the Government Green Paper (2003) ‘Every Child Matters’ and it’s updates in regard to childhood development. 

Education

· The average age that the offenders left school was 14 years of age. This is the age at which they left or were excluded from any mainstream school they had been attending. This figure is conducive to all crime types interviewed. 

· It is noted that the national school leaving age is 16, although virtually all interviewees left before that age. This finding supports HORS 261 ‘Substance Use by Young Offenders’ (2003) in suggesting that those who are more closely involved in drug experimentation around the age of 14 are at a greater risk of exclusion. 

· 55% (n=22/40) of all interviewees had been excluded from at least one mainstream school. Many had in fact attended more than one, and had subsequently been excluded from them. In addition to leaving / being excluded at such an early age, many had not been catered for once leaving – retrospectively feeling as if they had been abandoned by the system.

· In terms of those convicted of robbery 76% (n=19/25) had been permanently excluded. The data for those convicted of supply were less reliable, where avoidance of the question was a popular response.

· The most noted reasons for exclusion were as a result of behaviour that led to ‘boredom’, ‘fighting’, or ‘being naughty’, and were therefore abrasive to the general authority of school. The majority of those excluded had been excluded at least once, often many times, previous to their eventual permanent exclusion.



· Some had attended special needs schools after leaving mainstream schooling. The special needs schooling on offer varied from Referred Pupil Units (RPU’s) to Mother and Baby schools and specialist schooling offered by the council for boarders.

· 35% (n=14/40) of all interviewees had been tested for Special Educational Needs (SEN) as highlighted by the paper ‘SEN Codes of Practice’ (DfES 2001), and had identifiable issues, predominantly ADHD or dyslexia.  

· Of the 55% permanently excluded from school, 50% (n=11/22)
received no SEN testing.

· In terms of those convicted of robbery 40% (n=10/25) had identifiable learning difficulties, of which 60% (n=6/10) were acknowledged being assessed, all of whom had been permanently excluded from school.  
· In terms of those convicted of supply / burglary we see only 27% (n= 4/15) had identifiable learning difficulties, 25% of whom acknowledged being tested.


· The national average for all school pupils who have had a SEN statement written is 3% (Statistics of Education: Special Educational Needs in England: January 2003)

· 100% (n=40/40) expressed that they received no drugs education whilst at school. Anecdotally, the majority suggested that if they had they might not find themselves in the situation they were in, although retrospection is not necessarily an indicator of motivational avoidance.  

· 32.5% (n=13/40) of interviewees began experimenting with drug use whilst within school grounds, whereas 60% (n=24/40) began their drug use under the age of 16 (the compulsory school leaving age). The most common starter drug was highlighted as cannabis (95% - n=38/40)

· The national average age for the start of drug experimentation is 14 (HORS 253: Road to Ruin? Sequences of Initiation into Drug Use and Offending by Young People in Britain: December 2003). The most common starter drug highlighted was cannabis according to the findings presented here.


Family Group

· 67.5% (n=27/40) came from single parent families, cared for predominantly by their mothers. Siblings and extended families also helped out with their care.

· A high number of those from single parent families suggested a number of non-stable male figures being present during their developmental years. These figures often acted as the male role models / father figures for the interviewees, although they were rarely permanent. 



· 20% (n=8/40) expressed that during their formative years; one or more of their parents were drug users, some being dependent. The most common substances used by parents were by far alcohol. 
· 25% (n=10/40) said that other family members, apart from parents, were or had been drug users, not necessarily dependent or problematic. The experience of these influences served to help the individuals avoid those particular drugs used by extended family members, although not the desire to consume drugs totally.
· 45% (n=18/40) were currently in relationships, or had been in the very recent past, with partners who were also problematic drug users.
· 82.5% (n=33/40) were not currently married
· 62.5% (n=25/40) had children, some being dependant
· 32.5% (n=13/40) suggested that they had spent time during their childhood within care home settings, due to a number of reasons, although the inability to control the interviewees by the parents was predominantly cited as the main reason. 
· These periods of exclusion from the family, control being passed onto the ‘authorities’ served only to increase social interactions with a peer group who were involved in antisocial behaviour, and inform negative and abrasive opinions of ‘authority’. 

Peer Groups

· Entry into the lifestyle was virtually always through peer groups. Those growing up in the Bristol area stated at length their involvement with other youths, not necessarily school peers, but community peers. Peer groups included youths of a range of ages.
· Many were involved in petty drug and alcohol use during the developmental stages, encouraged by the pressure of the group.
· Peer groups appear to define the future involvement in criminal lifestyle. Virtually all those convicted of robbery had been involved in joy-riding and petty crime as youths 
· A significant number estimated that the average age of peer groups involved in criminal behaviour was lower than when they were involved    
Location of Home Residency

· 27.5% (n=11/40) of interviewees were residents of the Barton Hill area of the Lawrence Hill ward at the time of arrest, with 55% (n=6/11) having spent their formative years within the area, the majority of the remainder having moved into the area from other force areas, or from Jamaica. This residential location was by far the largest identified by interviewees.
· 17.5% (n=7/40) of interviewees were resident in the St Pauls area of the Ashley ward at the time of arrest. None of those identifying the Ashley area as their residential location identified the same area as where they spent their formative years – they had all moved into the area, predominantly from other force areas or from Jamaica. This location was identified as being the residency of the largest number of female robbers of the study (who were also involved in prostitution) – 57% (n=4/7) of those giving Ashley as their residency were females involved in prostitution and robbery.
· 10% (n=4/40) of interviewees were resident in the Broadbury Road area at the time of arrest. All these were convicted of robbery and spent their formative years within the area.
· It is apparent that the areas of Lawrence / Barton Hill, St Pauls and Broadbury Road appear the most frequently as the home residencies of interviewees accounting for 55% (n=22/40) of all those interviewed.
· 20% (n=8/40) of those interviewed were Jamaican nationals.
· 20% (n=8/40) of those interviewed spent their formative years within another force area
· 100% (n=6/6) of those who spent their formative years within the Barton Hill area were still resident in Barton Hill at time of arrest. Interviewees in this group were convicted predominantly of robbery with the average age being 25. None were of Afro-Caribbean heritage. 
· The areas identified as home residencies for the interviewees are present within the census, and 2002 ward profiles (Bristol City Council) suggest that Lawrence Hill is Bristol’s most deprived ward. All areas identified display multiple signs of deprivation.
· Virtually all cited amongst, other things, boredom and a lack of opportunity within these areas during their childhoods, which added to their dissatisfaction and marginalisation from mainstream society.
· Many acknowledged the Barton Hill £50mil award (New Deal for Communities) and commented on the way it was not ‘seen’ on the streets of the area.

Employment

· 32.5% (n=13/40) classified themselves as not working prior to arrest and conviction
· Employment engaged in prior to current conviction had been on temporary basis. 
Accommodation

· Accommodation appeared as possibly the main issue facing all interviewees. 
· 7.5% (n=3/40) were NFA prior to arrest and conviction.
· A high proportion were still living within the parental family home.
· Those who weren’t living within the family home, generally lived with partners in own accommodation, mostly on council tenancies. 
· 25% (n=10/40) were in receipt of social security at the time of arrest
Criminality & Crime

In this section we examine the interviewees progression into crime and the most common type of offences committed by them. This includes offences which may not have been reported or for which they may not have been arrested or convicted. 

Offence progression   

· 57 % (n=23/40) became involved in petty crime such as criminal damage, shoplifting whilst under the age of 14.  The main reason given was boredom.  

· Offenders who became involved in more serious crime as young people were those excluded from school, with unsupervised time on their hands.  

· School exclusion coincided with an increase in their involvement with crime and drug use.

· The majority preferred crimes where it was not necessary to confront their victim. (Car crime, shoplifting, commercial burglary)

· This changed, with age, or with a desperate need for money to buy drugs or when the influence of drugs removed or diminished their inhibitions.

Theft of motor vehicles.  

· Currently a young male orientated offence. 50% (n=20/40) of all interviewees had been engaged in theft of motor vehicles. This crime was considered fun as opposed to a means of getting money.  

· The vehicles acquired were kept for a short period of time, raced and then abandoned. 

· The ease of entry into a variety of vehicles was often stated.   

· Car parts seem to have held their value in the stolen property market. 

· Although some thefts of motor vehicles were committed to provide transport to commit robberies, there was nothing to suggest that drugs were the major influence over offender’s involvement with car crime.

· 8% (n=3/40) admitted living in stolen cars because they had no other place of residence.

Theft from vehicles 

· 40% (n=16/40) of all interviewees were involved at some stage of their lives.

· Widely considered to be an easy crime to commit and get away with.

· Targeting cars whilst left insecure (for example loading shopping in supermarket car parks) was identified as one of the many opportunities in committing this crime type.

Shoplifting

· 60% (n=24/40) of all interviewees admitted involvement with this crime 

· It was committed by both males and females alike, and by offenders of all ages. 

· It was considered to be a victimless crime. 

· There was ample evidence to connect shoplifting to drug use, with users stealing to order, especially for named brands of clothing or electrical goods.  

· The close proximity of large stores to Bristol’s open drug market suits the commission of this offence.
Credit Card Fraud

· 43% (n=17/40) admitted involvement with this crime

· Committed by both males and females.

· Credit cards are still a valuable commodity, which drug dealers will exchange for drugs.

· Robbers often take credit cards or force victims to use them on their behalf. 

· Prostitutes are regularly tasked to use, stolen or cloned cards.

Burglary 

· 45% (n=18/40) of all interviewees admitted involvement in this crime type.

Commercial.

· Considered to be an acceptable crime to commit, there being no individual victim, although not very rewarding.

· Commercial burglary was identified as a starter crime for young people. 

Domestic

· There is little evidence to suggest that drugs are responsible for offenders turning to domestic burglary, although there is evidence that some burglars are drug users.

· This could change if a drug market was established in the vicinity of a wealthier residential area. 

· 45% (n=18/40) had convictions for burglary and one admitted 350 house burglaries in a 3-month period. (Which were Taken Into Consideration at trial)

· The property favoured by most burglars - cash, jewellery and credit cards, were all considered valuable by drug dealers. 

There were a number of factors mentioned that might deter problematic drug users from committing burglaries. 

· Burglary is an anti social crime.  

· Burglary requires a degree of planning that problematic users could not achieve. 

· Offenders would have to travel from the open drug market to find suitable premises.  

· There is a greater chance of leaving forensic evidence and being arrested. 

Robbery.  

· Directly linked to drugs. Evidenced in the previous LYNX report and confirmed by virtually all of interviewees that it is still the case. 

· Crack usage in particular can induce the frame of mind necessary to commit the offence. 

· It is easy and quick to commit, with no detailed planning required. 

· Cash or saleable items such as credit cards and mobile phones are the likely gains.

· Conviction depends on the ID by a confused victim.  

· Unlikely to leave any forensic evidence. 

· Although most deny targeting women, 42.5% (n=10/25) were convicted of robberies involving females as victims robbed for their handbags. 

· Central Bristol’s shopping precincts, business and entertainment venues, open drug and sex markets provide a wide choice of victim.  

· Choosing victims at random, is being replaced by offenders taking preliminary planning measures, to ensure that victims have valuables to steal. This is accomplished by watching cash machines and the entrances to banks, building Societies and Supermarket queues.

· 83% (n=5/6) of female robbers were also involved in prostitution, many of who were involved in robberies committed against punters, with associates. 

Prostitution 

· There is ample evidence to directly link prostitution to the open drug market. 

· 100% (n=6/6) admitted turning to prostitution when their drug habit got out of control.  

· 83% (n=5/6) of the females convicted of robbery were involved in street prostitution. 

· 100% (n=6/6) of those selling sex were drug dependent, all of who used both crack cocaine and heroin, 50% (n=3/6) using intravenously. 

· On average those involved in prostitution were spending in the region of  £350 per day on class A drugs.  

· The average daily earnings of those selling sex were £400-500.

· The average age of those interviewed was 27 years.  

· 66% (n=4/6) had babies to care for, none of who were in the regular care of the interviewees. 

· They would operate at anytime in a 24 hr period usually in the St Pauls or Fishponds areas.  

· They rely totally on their ability to judge punters on the spot and often go in the customer’s car to chosen locations to perform the sexual act. 

· They all spoke of having some regular customers but generally would solicit randomly.  

· All of the money was spent on purchasing drugs immediately after ‘doing the business’, suggesting the supply and demand lifestyle of those involved in prostitution. 

· No one admitted being controlled by a pimp but 100% (6/6) were supporting a partners drug habit.  

· 100% (n=6/6) had been involved in the robbing of punters in conjunction with a male partner. 

· 83% (n=5/6) spoke of the high risk of being robbed themselves when returning from a job which was rarely reported to the police.  

· 100% (n=6/6) had used crack houses as an operating base. 

· 100% (n=6/6) used the services of the 125 Project and praised the help that they gave.  

· 33% (n=2/6) admitted accompanying dealers out of Bristol to carry drugs back concealed in body cavities. 

· Punters of varying age groups and social background travelled from all over the surrounding area for their services. 

Theft from Family  

· Admitted by 25% (n=7/28) of drug users interviewed.

· Rarely reported to the police 

Unreported Crime

· Offences against prostitutes. (Theft, Robbery, assault, rape.)

· Offences against prostitutes customers (Robbery, Theft)

· Thefts from family by problematic drug users

· Offences against users purchasing drugs. (Robbery, Theft)

· Offences against dealers (Robbery, Theft, assault)

The exact amount of unreported crime is not known, but all of the prostitutes admitted robbing punters, (sometimes as many as 8 per day) and 33% (n=5/15) of male robbers admitted targeting prostitutes, prostitutes clients and people in the area to purchase drugs, as they anticipated that it would go unreported. Dealers and their stashes have also been the target of desperate users. The impact is hard to calculate but it could lead to:

· False reporting of crime

· Revenge attacks

· The carrying of weapons for self defence

· Gang warfare

Which in turn could cause serious problems for the community and enforcement agencies.

Influences  

· Some offenders were concerned, that children as young as 10 and 11 were using them as role models and getting involved in criminality and drug abuse at an alarmingly young age. 
· Groups of young people excluded, expelled or failing to attend school were a bad influence on each other.
· In the case of females, elder boyfriends were often mentioned as the bad influence.

Victims 

· 32% (n=13/40) of interviewees showed an interest in restorative justice and thought that all prisons should run the scheme. 
Drugs - dealing

· 13 of the interviewees were convicted of Drug Supply offences but only one of them could be classed as a problematic user.

· The 25 robbers however were all problematic class A Drug users. They gave their addiction to class A drugs as the reason for their decline into committing such serious offences and other associated crime.

· The 2 burglars were both problematic drug users but only 1 attributed his criminality to the use of drugs.

· It is their personal experience with class A drugs that has provided us with the information contained in the following paragraphs on drug misuse.

Dealing

· This research has brought us into contact with offenders who have identified an extremely complex drug distribution network involving users, dealers, and user dealers at a local level (NIM Level 1). 

· Their perception is that larger prison sentences are associated with larger caches of drugs and that enforcement agencies prioritise those offenders engaged in handling large quantities of drugs. 

· It is dealing at this level (Level 1) that brings drugs into the heart of our communities, in often non-threatening environments, to persons who would not otherwise be exposed to the threat of drugs. 

· In apportioning levels of harm it can be argued that it is at this level where most damage is caused. 

Markets

· Past research on drug dealing in Bristol identified the open drugs market (Overt Street Dealing) as being centred on the Grosvenor and Ashley Road areas of St Pauls.  

· The interviewees suggest that enforcement activity has lead to a displacement of this type of dealing to Easton, Lawrence Hill Barton Hill and Fishponds.  

· Closed market dealing (From premises) however still takes place in this area when one dealer sells to another, or another user.  

· Information was provided to evidence the existence of closed market operations in the old North and South Police District areas using drugs supplied from the open market described above

· We received virtually no information about the free market (Dealing in pubs and clubs) operating around clubs or places of entertainment in the city centre area of Bristol. 

· Free market activity was identified in pubs in the Bristol suburbs, also WSM and Bridgwater.


Locations 

· The identified huge demand for drugs appears to enable dealers to set up in virtually any location.

· The interviews reveal a picture of Heroin / Crack and Cocaine dealing in Bristol, at the bottom of level 2 top of level 1 variety, centred around the open drug market area  

· Heroin / Crack and Cocaine dealers and users, stated that they purchased their drugs or believed that their drugs emanated from that area. 

· In Bristol, areas surrounding the open drug market, with large concentrations of council housing seem to be where the majority of dealing at the lower end of level 1 takes place.

· Users state how easy it is to find drug dealers when visiting other towns and cities both within and outside the A&S police area.


Demand

· A 40+ female housewife, who dealt heroin and cocaine, in a Bristol suburb, highlighted the insatiable demand for drugs.  She went to the Bristol Specialist Drug Service for advice on how to stop users pestering her when she tried to stop selling drugs. 

· Other dealers report how easy it is to sell drugs because of the huge demand.

Movement of drugs

· Evidence of large stockpiles of drugs in Bristol was not found. 

· It would appear that the area is fuelled by regular smaller shipments. 

· One prostitute admitted bringing drugs, on a number of occasions, from Brixton (London) to Bristol secreted in her body cavities on behalf of two yardies.  

· She was aware of other prostitutes making similar trips to London Manchester and Liverpool. (Payment was in drugs.)  

· From this area drugs are distributed through a massive network of user dealers and opportunist to other regions.  

· Interviewees with a good knowledge of the open market spoke of people travelling from locations all over the Southwest and South Wales in particular to purchase drugs 

· Drug ‘DROUGHTS’ have been witnessed by a large number of interviewees with the main reasons being given as, extra police activity. Anecdotally, another interviewee suggested that the period of Ramadan causes drug droughts.

Process

· Mobile phones were by far the preferred method of contact between Dealer and User and whilst ‘building the business’ dealers attempt to distribute their phone numbers as widely as possible. 

· Undercutting rivals, giving extra for large purchases and granting credit, were methods employed by dealers to attract custom.  (It is probably this competition, which keeps the prices lower than in the surrounding areas.)

· The drugs were described as being sold in a variety of different ways.  

· Dealers living outside the area of the open market either collected or received deliveries, usually following contact by telephone.  

· User dealers tend to deal from their home addresses or crack houses to people they know. 

· Non-user dealers attempt to distance themselves by selling in pubs or employing another to distribute on their behalf. (A good deal of trust was involved in that, although a price was agreed, money did not change hands until the drugs were sold.) 

· Enforcement activity causes dealers to frequently reassess their methods of operation. 

· Even users of the previously open market, now, make prior contact with their dealer by telephone and meet at a prearranged location, adjacent to a stash. 

Preparation

· Dealers were aware that the process of cutting and preparing drugs for sale was when vital DNA and fingerprint evidence could be left on packaging. 

· One dealer described buying his drugs from another dealer in St Pauls who allowed his premises to be used for the cutting, weighing and packaging of the drug. 

· Two dealers admitted cutting and packaging their drugs on the lavatory seat to hide the operation from other household members. 

· 100% of those who admitted dealing sold the drugs on, in the condition that they acquired them, without further additives. 

· No one admitted being involved in the process of turning cocaine into crack and the suggestion is that the majority of crack is brought to the area in that form.

Cost

Estimating the cost of drugs is very difficult. Although interviewees were consistent in assessing the average price they would pay, it does vary considerably depending on:

· Distance from the open market

· Time of day

· Availability

· Method of payment

· Amount required

· Relationship with dealer

· Confidence and ability to barter

· Amount of competition

It is interesting to note that prices are worked out on weight, not purity or quality and the purchasers only redress for buying poor quality is to purchase from elsewhere and perhaps exact some sort of revenge.

The following is an assessment of the cost of class A drugs in the Bristol area.

· A large number of dealers concentrated in a small area around the open drug market, competing to sell the same product to a huge client base, keep the price of Heroin, Cocaine and Crack Cocaine relatively low. 
· Dealers in the open market have the ability to supply larger amounts and offer discounts.  
· The average price for a gram of Heroin from Bristol’s open market is £35

· The average price for a gram of Crack from Bristol’s open market is £40

· The average price for a gram of Heroin from a closed market dealer in a Bristol suburb is £45/£50

· The average price for a gram of Crack from a closed market dealer in a Bristol suburb is £50/£60

· On average the price is 3 to 6 times as much in prison

· Crack and Heroin are reported to be much cheaper in Liverpool.

· Cash payments secure better value than exchanging drugs for stolen property or obtaining on credit 

· Cocaine powder was identified as being relatively hard to get, the main reason given that it was all turned into crack cocaine.

Payment

· Payment was preferred in cash but many dealers will accept stolen goods, especially Jewellery, mobile phones, credit cards and shop lifted goods to order.  

· It was generally accepted that crack and heroin addicts, selling stolen goods very cheaply, had ruined the market for most stolen goods. Cars, car parts and car radios however were still converted into cash at reasonable rates via specialist receivers.

· Regular users are frequently granted credit

· Some users allow dealers to use their premises as payment for drugs. 

Disruption 

All of the interviewees were aware of partnership initiatives to tackle the problems surrounding the open drug market. The ones most often mentioned were 

· ‘Operation Atrium’ (Targeting of drug suppliers and dealers) 

· ‘Operation Mansion’ (Police carrying Firearms),

The closure of the Black & White Café. (Crack House Protocol) 

Whilst admitting that operations like that did have an effect in the short term, it was acknowledged that the demand for drugs was so vast, that a co-ordinated sustained approach by all agencies following enforcement activity was necessary to reap maximum benefit.

It was acknowledged that disruption has been caused by enforcement activity, in that 

· Dealers now attempt to create a controlled environment where small amounts of drugs can be dispensed to known purchasers in as short a time as possible, 

· Dealers are very wary of selling direct from street corners.

· Pre arranged visits are necessary even in the open market

· Dealers operate by having groups of buyers congregate in the vicinity of secret stashes.

· Open market dealers are being displaced to Easton, Lawrence Hill and Barton Hill where the dealing can be described as semi open.

 
Drugs - dealers

There are distinct differences between dealers and problematic users. None of the interviewees with convictions for drug dealing were problematic users of class A drugs. They either do not use drugs at all, or use less harmful drugs recreationally. They are older, average age 33 years with fewer or no previous criminal convictions. (62%, n=8/13)

Profile

· We were told that Jamaicans were most prominent in the supply of Cocaine to the area and the dealing of Cocaine / Crack / Heroin in the open market area of Bristol.

· Individuals from the Asian (non descript) community were said to be involved in the Supply of Heroin to the region.

· Dealers, who operated a little further up the chain, at the top end of level 1, or bottom of Level 2, in the open market tended to be Black males of Caribbean origin, who were often not users of class A drugs. 

· Some were believed to be and others known to be, illegal immigrants from Jamaica (yardies). 

· There was mention of conflict between the yardies and the Bristol born West Indians, some of who were part of a gang known as the Aggi Crew. 

· Throughout our research a number of the Aggi Crew were imprisoned and many interviewees thought that when sufficient of them were released from prison violent confrontations with firearms could be anticipated. 

· The Hartcliffe, Knowle and Southmead estates were identified as areas where many more white males were involved in similar levels of dealing within a closed market setting.

· White females became more prominent as dealers, in the middle class areas surrounding Bristol and in WSM 

· A whole cross section of people of all ages, sex and ethnicity appear to be involved in the lowest end of Level 1 drug dealing. 

· In most cases this involves unemployed user dealers or ex users aware of the huge amounts of money available.

Location

User dealers at the bottom of the scale tend to operate from their homes, vehicles, crack houses, or from stashes at multiple secret locations.  

Dealing at a slightly higher level was said to take place at Suppliers home addresses and a specific café, betting shop and supermarket on the St Pauls / Ashley sector was mentioned.


Reason for involvement

· Financial gain or free drugs was given as the main reason for becoming involved. 

· A number of those interviewed were unemployed and the temptation to make a quick buck by dealing drugs was too great to resist.

Profit.  

· Most expected to at least double their money.

Drugs – users
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Figure 5: Drug use in 40 offenders interviewed

Recreational User - profile

· Someone who occasionally uses class A Drugs 

· Can fund that usage with a legitimate income and 

· Is able to sustain a conventional lifestyle without them.

Dealers that we have interviewed tended to target problematic users and gave no indication, or did not know if they were involved in the supply to recreational users. 

Problematic User - profile

· Someone who is dependent on class A drugs 

· Who cannot sustain a conventional lifestyle without drugs; or 

· Fund their drug habit with a legitimate income.

· At least 75% (n=30/40), of all interviewees could be described as being drug dependent. The remainder were predominantly involved in the supply of class A drugs.

Our terms of reference inevitably restricted us to only meeting with problematic users. 

· Their days consist of the constant worry of how they are going to provide their next drug fix. 

· Large sums of money are required daily to stave off withdrawal and inevitably this can only be provided through crime. 

· Commit a crime, convert to cash, purchase drugs, use the drug, benefit from its effect and then start all over again. 

· It is not a very glamorous lifestyle often spent alone in dirty stairwells or amongst people with similar problems in crack houses. 

Types of Drug Consumed

CANNABIS  

· 96% (n=38/40) of interviewee’s first ever drug was cannabis. 

· 61% (n=25/40) first used cannabis whilst under 14 years of age. 

· Cannabis was generally considered by everyone, as being harmless and indeed an aide to relaxation and stress relief for people with chaotic life styles. 

· 90% (n=36/40) of the interviewees continued to use cannabis and did not intend to give it up.

· Anecdotally, cannabis is being replaced by heroin as the drug of choice to take in prison because heroin can be flushed through the system more efficiently.

ECSTACY/ AMPHETAMINE 

· 62% (n=25/40) used Amphetamine before the age of 16 years.

· 33% (n=13/40) used ecstasy before the age of 16 years. 

· Due to their availability and the culture of club life this drug type was considered a natural progression from the softer drugs like cannabis. They were often used for short periods in association with a period of clubbing and a party lifestyle.

There were exceptions to this; and 

· 3 people continued to use amphetamine as their main drug. 

· One individual from Weston Super Mare was spending £120 per day on injecting amphetamine (which redefines the status as a class A drug).

HEROIN 

· 73% (n=29/40) of the interviewees used took Heroin.

· 77% (n=22/29) of heroin users first used Heroin before 14 years of age.

· 55% (n=22/40) of all interviewees used heroin before the age of 14.

· Heroin is considered to be the more problematic drug because of its physical effect and painful withdrawal symptoms.  

· Although users reported being violently sick when first taking Heroin, it did not deter them from future use. 

· Whilst the effects last, it does create a feeling of well-being but crack is increasingly being taken, to lessen the pain of the heroin withdrawal.

· Minimum amount per sale is a £10 bag

CRACK COCAINE 

· 62% (n=25/40) of the interviewees used crack cocaine.

· 13%  (n=3/25) of crack users had used crack whilst under the age of 14 years.

· 43% (n=10/25) had used crack whilst under the age of 16 years.

· 7.5% (n=3/40) of all interviewees had used crack cocaine under the age of 14.

· Crack is used for the huge adrenaline rush that it produces and is well known as inducing acute paranoia, although this affected interviewees to a greater or lesser extent.  

· It is considered to be more addictive, but the cause of less physical harm than Heroin.

· Crack is very expensive. The effect of a £20 rock (Minimum amount per sale) will only last a few minutes and addicts require huge amounts to support their habit. 

· It gives many users a sense of invulnerability and creates the frame of mind and recklessness, necessary to carryout personal attacks on victims in order to get cash.  

· Whilst under the influence of Crack Cocaine they have no regard for the age, gender or vulnerability of their victims.  

· Crack was identified as the convenient drug to support the lifestyle of those involved in prostitution, many of which would not have been involved without the effect of the drug.

· 30% (n=12/40) used heroin and crack cocaine together; predominantly to either benefit form the disjointed effects (therefore producing a new drug-type effect), or use the heroin to help the comedown from the crack cocaine effect.


COCAINE  

· Is considered to be less harmful and not as addictive as Heroin or Crack 

· There is evidence to suggest it is now available at a much lower price and is replacing ecstasy as the club drug. 

Purchasing

· In the Lynx report, users reported driving into the Grosvenor Road (Frontline) area of St Pauls, Bristol and being mobbed in the street by dealers trying to sell drugs. That situation has now changed as enforcement activity has made it difficult for dealers to operate in such an overt manner.  

· It was suggested that purchasers now tend to make pre-arranged appointments with known dealers known to them.

· Problematic users, particularly prostitutes, who live close to and are familiar with the open market area, do not tend to purchase from the same dealer.  

· They have the confidence to haggle over the price, purity and amount and will sometimes follow known dealers to steal from their stashes.

· Strangers to the area feel more comfortable if they have a prearranged meet with a tried and tested supplier. 

· People carrying cash to purchase drugs are extremely vulnerable to robbery, which often goes unreported.  

· This encourages them to make more trips with smaller amounts to lessen the pain if they are robbed.  

· This also complements the fact that they purchase smaller amounts, which will have a less serious effect if discovered by the police.

· Purchasers from the closed markets around the force tend to buy from the same dealers but usually keep two or three on the go to cover for the times when a regular dealer may become inoperative.

Location

· Crack Houses were identified as the most common place used to consume drugs.  

· Cars, stairwells and the street tended to be favoured by younger problematic users hiding their undiscovered addiction from family and friends.

· Young people used their school grounds, to purchase and smoke cannabis.

Prison

· Although there appears to be no pressure from other inmates to take drugs, 2 interviewees admitted using heroin for the first time in Bristol prison, albeit a few years ago. 

· Many see prison as the ideal opportunity to become drug free. 

· We were told on a number of occasions that amongst many users heroin had replaced cannabis as the popular drug consumed in prison because it was quicker to flush through the body and avoid being captured on urine tests. 

· Crack because of its effects, paranoia, and adrenaline rushes etc. was considered to be unsuitable for use in prison.

· 100% said that all drugs were available in prison at approximately 3 to 6 times the street price. 

View of treatment

· 100% of users thought there was no cure for heroin & crack unless the user was ready to give it up.

· 90% (n=24/27) of users questioned the sighting of treatment centres and probation offices adjacent to drug markets.

· 70% (19/27) thought that more effort should be made to keep hostels and rehab centres drug free. 





Drugs – Crack Houses

Such a vast number of drug users have led to the demand for a large number of premises where they can congregate to purchase and use class A drugs. These are known as Crack houses. A good deal of information has been gathered about the establishing and use of Crack Houses.

· Crack Houses are used by drug users to smoke or inject all types of drug 

· They are used by dealers to sell drugs. Either the dealer himself will sell direct from the premises or supply the tenant with free personal use to sell on his behalf.

· There is a large number operating at any one time and they are not confined to areas of inner city low cost housing.

· They are frequented by prostitutes who sometimes use them as an operating base

· Crack houses were identified by users through a network of other users sharing a common knowledge; they were most commonly cited in derelict or low-cost housing and tower blocks, although this was not always the case.


We were given a number of examples of how Crack Houses start up

· A single mother left home to live with another man, leaving her drug-using daughter in the council flat. The daughter’s drug taking became so bad that soon the flat was open house for drug dealing, using and prostitution 24 hrs per day.

· A young male user was ejected by his parents and went to live with his elderly grand parents. When the grandmother was admitted to hospital grandfather was unable to stop the grandson and his associates using the premises as a crack house.

· A 35 yr old West Indian with a reputation for violence admitted starting up a number of crack houses by befriending drug users with premises, getting invited back and then refusing to leave whilst telling friends about it.

· Taking over the home of someone serving a prison sentence

· Users, inviting dealers other users and prostitutes to their premises in exchange for drugs.

· The taking over of any kind of derelict premises.  
Criminal Justice System

The findings expressed in this section of the report highlight the interactions between the interviewees and the various criminal justice agencies. Interviewees were very vocal about agencies and quite often presented very detailed experiences of the relationships they had encountered with the agencies.

The interviewees on the whole had interacted with these agencies a great many times, acknowledging their behavioural pathway. 

Probation

· The quality of support provided to the interviewees varied enormously according to location. Unsurprisingly the interviewees acknowledge that the level of rapport gained depends upon the individual Probation officer and the offender.

· It appears that interviewees were informed by letter quite soon after sentencing as to who their Probation Officer was. Contact from that point was sporadic to say the least. 

· Being a ‘Street Crime’ offender automatically means that the Drugs Management Team (DMT) rather than the Probation Service manages their sentence per se. Interviewees however did not acknowledge the difference between the two agencies and were not on the whole aware of the differences between the two services provided.

· 80% (n=32/40) of interviewees had spoken to a Probation Officer in relation to the present sentence. However, it must be noted that there appeared some confusion over the roles of the workers who saw the interviewees whilst in custody. It must be inferred that some interviewees believed that they had seen Probation Officers when they may well have seen other agency workers. There appeared much confusion as to which exactly the interviewees were seeing – the point being that a clear definition and identification of roles for the benefit of their caseload is required.  

· 72.5% (n=29/40) saw Probation Officers in relation to their present sentence whilst in the process of having their Pre-Sentence Report written

· 67.5% had experience of Probation from previous sentences 

· On the whole, the feedback from interviewees was that their experience of the Probation Service was negative (52.5%, n=21/40). The remaining 19 interviewees had either not been approached by an officer or experienced a positive interaction (25%, n=10/40)

· The reasons given for the interviewees negative belief in the support of the Service stems from an inability to build and maintain a degree of trust and understanding given the shallow dynamics of the relationships. 

· Another major criticism stems from the interviewees expressing unrealistic expectations from the Service. Interviewees understood that they required a more personalised service, such as one-to-one and mentoring. 


Police

· The majority of interviewees believed that the police were merely ‘doing their job’

· 77% (n=31/40) acknowledged that they were or had been aware of police mounted operations within the St Pauls and Easton areas.

· In response to police operations a number of interviewee recommendations came to the fore:

· A permanent police presence would affect the open market dealing greater than periodic patrols that did have an effect but only for short periods.

· Drug dogs always are used when executing drug warrants.

· On the whole interviewees were suspicious of TIC’s, as they felt that they would increase their sentence. Only 22.5% (n=9/40) had other offences taken into consideration, although virtually all had admitted committed other offences. 

· The result of increasing an offenders’ belief in the TIC system will reassure the victims of crime. At present, many victims are left without the ability to finalise the offences against them.

· The interviewees gave their opinion on a variety of crime prevention acknowledgements. These are reflected in the recommendations below where the Police are the main agencies involved:  

· The largely female victim base as identified by the interviewees suggests that handbags are viewed by offenders as easy targets for robbery crimes. The enforcement agencies should target females and those carrying visible property to be aware.

· That the Police acknowledge the links between robbery, prostitution and class A drug use. 

· The social space occupied for much of the interactions within the class A drug world are the Crack houses. If there is to be some displacement, as is already being seen within the Barton Hill area then the crack house culture is only going to increase.  

Courts 

· The average length of custodial sentence as administered by the courts to the offenders was 39.63 months (total number of months / 40).

· For those convicted of robbery offences the figure is 25.63 months (total number of months / 25)

· For those convicted of supply offences the figure is 37.31 months (total number of months / 13)

· For those convicted of burglary offences the figure is 37.5 months (total number of months / 2)

· Of those convicted of supply offences only 31% had previously served a prison sentence, averaging at 2.25 sentences per individual.

· However, for robbery offences, 87.5% (n=21/25) of interviewees had previously served a custodial sentence, averaging at 4.23 sentences per individual.

· Interviewees expressed the belief that Pre-Sentence Reports did not truly reflect their behaviours, and the writers of the reports did not understand them. 

· There was also a generic feeling that the judiciary did not take notice of the Pre-Sentence Reports, and sentenced independently of any recommendations forwarded by the Probation team. 

· However, in saying that, 70% (n=28/40) of all interviewees believed that they had received a fair sentence for their crimes. 


Prison

· The opinions of the Prison System were varied due to the locations, infrastructure and focus of the establishments. For example some prisons were focused more towards the Therapeutic Community (TC), whereas others were more concerned with remand prisoners and long-term prisoners.
· As stated above, the average sentence length was over 3 years. This figure was increased by the drug supply interviewees. When seen in terms of those convicted for robbery the figure is a little over 2 years. This point was reflected in the views of the interviewees convicted for robbery (and generally problematic drug users), who stated on the whole, that sentenced of under 2 years were worthless for them. 
· The reasons why sentences of under 2 years were viewed not effective was because:
· Prison was viewed as the most effective way for rehabilitation and to access treatment, and shorter sentences were long enough to allow problematic users to address their multifaceted problems, including drug dependency.

· Not long enough to fully integrate into prison life, and therefore
· Be aware of all the programs and interventions on offer.
· A significant number of interviewees had gained either qualifications or work related experience whilst serving their sentence.

· The engagement of interviewees with interventions was on the whole reassuring, although we acknowledge that this research only came into contact with those who were responsive to the request for interview, and so is not reflective of the whole population. However, the schemes on offer to inmates within the prison system vary greatly, and participation in these schemes does not always appear to be taken into consideration when an inmate is relocated.
· Relocations were viewed on the whole as frustrating. It appears that inmates can be moved from their prison without warning and without apparent motivation. As a result of a prison move, at least 15% (n=6/40) of interviewees had left prisons where they were involved in a programme, and were unable to continue that programme for various reasons.

· In terms of completion of sentence, only 12.5% (n=5/40) stated that would take up a Home Detention Curfew (HDC or ‘tagging’) if offered as a way of completing their sentence outside the prison environment. The reason being that on the whole interviewees felt they would prefer to complete their full sentence, rather than enter a scheme where they felt they would fail. It was viewed in effect a way of curtailing their freedom rather than a way to rehabilitation.
· 47.5% (n=19/40) had written development plans (Sentence Plans). This plan should be written within the first few months of a sentence in order to structure the sentence and an individuals’ involvement with the interventions on offer at the establishment. Presumably this service should be available to 100% of arriving inmates.
· 40% (n=16/40) had written release plans. It must be acknowledged that many interviewees still had a significant amount of time to serve, however it was apparent that many felt that they would benefit from a written release plan with more time before their release in order to fully prepare for release.

· 35% (n=14/40) admitted to having used any drugs in prison.

· 52.5% (n=21/40) had been involved in some form of work whilst serving their sentence.

Treatment and Through-care

This section of the report offers information in regard to the services provided by support and treatment agencies and how the individual offenders’ have interacted with it. The findings have been categorised according to themes as highlighted by the offenders themselves, although are conducive to the themes presented at the beginning of the paper. 

It is acknowledged that all those convicted should have been in receipt of the ability to engage in treatment (given that all offences were identified as being ‘drug related’, not necessarily as offences committed through problematic drug use) and all should have been encouraged to think about if not engage with through-care issues as these would effect all, and not only drug using offenders.  

First Port of Call

· 100% of offenders who had been (or were) drug dependant noted that unless they were ready to engage with treatment and therefore had the desire to become clean, then there was no treatment for problematic drug use.


· The first point of contact between an offender and a member of a through-care team should be an Arrest Referral Worker, based within the Drugs Management Team (the drug offending wing of the Probation Service). These referral workers aim to assess offenders at two points within the Criminal Justice System – these being within custody at the point of arrest, or via the court team who see offenders appearing for sentencing. Only 22.5% (n=9/40) of the interviewees saw members of the Arrest Referral Team whilst in either custody or at court. This statistic at first appeared low, and we assumed that due to the chaotic nature of the interviewees and the probable mental state at point of contact that they may have either have not been able to remember being seen, or been unwilling to interact with such interventions at the point of custody contact. 

· When viewed in terms of those who were problematic drug users this figure rises to 30% (n=9/30). We can see that no one who was arrested and convicted for supply offences was seen by an ARW. 

· In 12.5% (n=5/40) of all interviews, the first port of call when addressing the issue of problematic drug use was ‘Mum’. After which, many interviewees went on to try and receive help from a doctor. 

· Although it is acknowledged that the mother figure was, by far, the person who would be present at most crisis points faced by interviewees, it must also be acknowledged that they would be the figures who were in receipt of the extremes of behaviour exhibited by the drug using interviewees, therefore not always being the person who the user would ‘listen to’.

· The mother figure was be the person who, in many circumstances, identified the problems (i.e. lapses into drug use and criminal behaviour) of the interviewees. On the whole they appeared to be the person who made the most concerted effort in rehabilitating their child’s behaviour, and offered the most continued support and hope for the future.

· 35% (n=14/40) of interviewees stated that their first port of call in terms of trying to get treatment was a doctor, whether the local family GP or the in-house prison based doctor. 

· 30% (n=12/40) of interviewees stated that their first port of call was the local family doctor.

· The number actually trying to access a doctor to receive help, not as first port of call, was only slightly higher at 37.5% (n=15/40).

· 71% (n=10/14) of those accessing a local GP as their first port of call thought that the service they provided was positive.

Voluntary Agencies

· 40% (n= 12/30) of interviewees with class A drug use problems had used the voluntary agencies (such as Bristol Drugs Project: BDP and the One25 project) for support. The responses in regard to the agencies, in particular BDP, were mixed. The following quote does not necessarily suggest that the toilets at the BDP are routinely used for intravenous drug use, although it is a point worth mentioning, as association of meaning may deflect many users attending treatment at the venue.  


· The community based projects (such as KWADs) were les well attended; only 20% (n=6/30) of problematic users had accessed their services.


· One criticism against the voluntary agencies offered by the interviewees was that they did not actively promote treatment, but rather helped to support ongoing lifestyles through needle exchange and free condoms.

· Another criticism was that the agencies offered treatment according to the structure and timetable of their workers, not as and when a user needed it. The chaotic lifestyles lead by the interviewees did not lend easily to a timetabled structure to discuss future support.

· 100% (n=6/6) of those involved in selling sex had been supported by the One25 Project and BDP. On the whole sex workers positively responded to the work of the One25 Project.


· The location of the agencies (particularly BDP and the central CJS agencies including Probation) was raised on numerous occasions. The inference being that the advantage of providing easy access in proximity to the open drugs markets, also negated this point, by those wanting to access treatment lapsing prior to, or after appointments.  



Rehabilitation outside of Prison
· Only 7% (n=6/30) had accessed any structured day care activity to help their rehabilitation.

· 20% (n=8/40) of interviewees had previously attended residential rehab (Tier 4). A significant number had not completed the rehabilitation for varying reasons, and those that did, did not remain drug free.

· Many interviewees had spent time within temporary hostel accommodation, either provided according to the ground-rules of previous Probation orders (or whilst on remand) or upon leaving the prison system at the end of a sentence. No-one spoken to suggested that the hostel system was beneficial to them or in terms of dealing with their drug habits. The inhabitants, management, rules and locations all came under criticism.



· 52.5% (n=21/40) were engaged in work whilst serving their sentence.

· Although it is acknowledged that all offenders serving sentences over 12 months will have a written development plan, constructed by the through-care coordinators, only 47.5% (n=19/40) of the interviewees stated that they had in fact been consulted on this matter.

· The Written Development Plan will state how the offenders time will be spent whilst serving the sentence, and what the prisoner hopes to achieve from the incarceration. 

· Of those convicted of robbery 40% (n=10/25) had written development plans, whereas 60% (n=9/15) of those convicted of supply / burglary had written plans.   

· Overall, 47.5% (n=19/40) had accessed the educational programmes whilst serving their prison sentence

· 68% (n=13/19) of those who had a written development plan had accessed the educational programmes on offer, whereas of those who did not have a written development plan, only 29% (n=6/21) accessed any educational programmes.

· However, 80% (n=32/40) of all the interviewees had been made aware of the programmes (i.e. educational, treatment etc) that were on offer to them whilst in prison.

· 45% (n=18/40) had accessed non-educational programmes, some of which were directly linked to their drug use (such as attendance on the Penthouse Drug Programme at HMP Bristol) and some that were helping them to progress their rehabilitation (such as the Enhanced Thinking Course, Anger Management and other vocational courses such as City and Guilds or cookery and hygiene courses).

Rehabilitation and Treatment inside prison

· 47.5% (n=19/40) had been through the prison detox system, administered by the prison doctor.

· 72.5% (n=29/40) had been present on the Drug Awareness course run by CARATs. 

· During the present sentence, 40% (n=16/40) were, or had been within the recent past, on a drug free wing, which on the whole was received positively. However, 50% (n=20/40) were drug tested regularly with urine tests, whether voluntary or statutory.

· 70% (n=28/40) had accessed the prison CARAT (Counselling Assessment Referral Advice Through-care) programme
. 

· All referrals onto the CARAT programme are completely voluntary and responses on the whole were positive, specifically in regard to the individuals running the programmes.

· 17.5% (n=7/40) had begun their 12-step programme whilst in prison.

· Restorative Justice was raised within the interviews as a method of rehabilitation. Virtually all of the interviewees were aware of the programme, but only 22.5% (n=9/40) had already or were interested in participating. Of the nine, at least 22% (n=2/9) had had their programme interrupted by a prison move.   

Role of Service Providers

· A criticism that came up numerous times was that those people counselling the interviewees (i.e. the CARAT workers and other service providers) were not fully experienced in the lifestyle demands that problematic drug use can have upon an individual. Many interviewees stated that the workers they were involved with were lacking in the specific type of experience required for dealing with, and getting the results from, long term drug users.


· What a significant number suggested was that they would like to help people in similar situations to themselves. It was suggested that they could more positively relate to those workers who had been through the same dependency issues as they had.

Release

· Virtually all (77.5%, n=31/40) interviewees stated that they felt they were vulnerable upon release from prison. 

· The nature of this vulnerability surrounded issues that, on the whole, added to their belief in the probability of relapse (either into drugs or crime). 

· It is acknowledged that a problematic drug user will be at most risk from a terminal overdose after a period of abstinence, followed by binge usage. This pattern of use is perhaps coterminous with those being released from a shorter sentence where minimal drug rehabilitation has been accessed.

· Only 40% (n=16/40) acknowledged that they had written release plans for their release. This plan would help structure the transition and re-integrate them back into society. 

· When seen in terms of those convicted of robbery, we see that 20% (n=5/25) had release plans written whereas for those convicted of other offences 33% (n=5/15) had plans written. This may well be due to the fact that robbery offenders were on the whole serving longer sentences, and had not yet been approached to develop their release plan (non-robbery convictions total = 37.3 months / robbery convictions total = 41 months).

· 52.5% (n=21/40) stated that they had issues with accommodation upon release, and needed help to organise housing (either supported or independent) that would help them stay clean and avoid other drug users. It was acknowledged that many had previously spent time within the hostel environment where they had been vulnerable to continued drug use and association with other problematic users, as many hostels were identified as not being ‘dry’. Housing therefore was perhaps the biggest issue for those with imminent release dates.

· 52.5% (n=21/40) also stated that they felt they needed help with employment upon release. This is perhaps another important point when we see that only 32.5% (n=13/40) were employed in any form prior to their conviction. Subsequently many interviewees had gained educational or work type experience whilst in prison and therefore would be more approachable as employees. This point however was negated by the necessity to inform possible employers of a criminal record, which many felt, would scupper their employability.

· 67.5% (n=27/40) felt that they were at increased vulnerability from returning to their old social environment. The community / neighbourhood that the interviewees were resident in prior to conviction appeared as both a place that was desired to return to, as well as a place to be avoided at all costs. The views on this point were varied and extreme. The majority belief however revolved around the return to the place where many of the old associates would still be living and using, which would place increased pressure on them to relapse into the old lifestyle. 

·  50% (n=20/40) felt that they required continued treatment once released to help them avoid relapse. The nature of this treatment varied greatly from residential rehab to intensive supervision as administered by the Prolific Offender Unit.

· When seen in terms of those convicted of robbery offences we see that 16% (n=4/25) felt that they required no help with their release or any through-care issues once outside the prison environment.

· For those convicted of other offences 33% (n=5/15) believed that they required no help with through-care issues upon release.

· The point that appears obvious through this analysis is that any attempt to rehabilitate the lifestyle of a problematic drug user must be a holistic process, depending on a range of agencies that can provide support. Although from the above figures we can see the figures range around the 50-67% mark, when looked at as a whole, only 22.5% (n=9/40) felt that they did not need help of any sort with their reintegration. However, this must be viewed as ‘help’ from the agencies, not necessarily ‘help’ per se. Many of those who did not require help upon release appear to already have a strong support network and foundations upon which to rebuild their life. Undoubtedly this support network was a form of help for their rehabilitation.


Section 3: Conclusion and Recommendations

Conclusion 

Despite choosing offenders arbitrarily, all were associated in some way with the open drug market, operating in the area roughly marked by, City Road, Portland Square, Newfoundland Road, the M32 round-about, the bottom of Ashley Hill and Lower Ashley Road.  This area supports a network of Drug dealers, Prostitutes, and problematic drug users, who commit volume crimes to support their drug habits.  These activities impact on virtually all partnership work within the Avon & Somerset police boundary and many districts of surrounding forces in the Southwest & South Wales area.  Although some readers might be well aware of this, we think the sheer scale of it is often underestimated.

Some interviewee’s spoke passionately about the family atmosphere that exists within the area and of how they felt supported and understood by other residents, with similar lifestyles to themselves, who lived there. They found it hard to contemplate a move to other areas where their behaviour would be unacceptable and challenged.

It was described as having a drug & crime culture that was difficult to escape. One likened it to ‘being in prison, where all you really needed was on hand and although it was not the right place to be, you dreaded leaving for fear of being unable to cope elsewhere’. It therefore offered a sanctuary to those enmeshed in the day-to-day drug using life-style as identified throughout the report. 

In recent months there has been a shift in the dynamics of the Open Drugs market, overt dealing is no longer visible, and a shift has occurred, towards the Barton Hill area of the city. The findings of this report support the identification of a shift and consequently suggest that the agencies involved in the management of these crime types be pro-active in curtailing any early indicators of the displacement.

The report therefore highlights the huge challenge that faces the partnership in gaining sufficient community support to tackle the problems. 

Recommendations

Young People

1. Provide extra support for young people who have to receive care outside of their family unit 

2. Highlight the linkage between persons with learning difficulties / crime and drugs and ensure that whenever possible specific learning difficulties are identified and catered for 

3. Ensure that alternative arrangements are made for pupils excluded / expelled from mainstream schooling 

4. Ensure that quality drug education programmes are developed to suit children of all ages 

5. Ensure that school staff and caretakers responsible for school recreational areas, are able to identify drug-related litter and have an agreed process to report and deal with it 

6. Mothers have been identified as the first person likely to find out about a young person’s involvement with drugs.  An easily accessible system that offers advice / guidance and assistance to the parents / carers of young offenders or young persons at risk would benefit all concerned 

Enforcement

7. In recognition of the local methods employed to distribute Class A Drugs, give a higher priority to tackling drug dealing at NIM level 1

8. Maximise the use of the Money Laundering and Drug Trafficking legislation to intercept and confiscate the huge amounts of money associated with drug markets.   

9. Create a set of indicators to assist with the identification and management of displaced drug markets due to enforcement activity.

10. Employ a multi-agency approach to the management of identified drug hotspot areas. As identified by The Bristol Reducing Class A Drug Supply Group

11. All intelligence and information connected to the misuse of drugs should be shared as widely as possible amongst agencies.

12. Street, robbers and prostitutes have been shown to be inextricably linked to drug markets and as major purchasers of Class A drugs should be targeted and prioritised for referral into treatment.

13. Crack houses are a pivotal link between street prostitutes robbers and drug dealers and full use should be made of the protocol devised to identify and close them.

14. Closer co-operation between all agencies to combat the supply of drugs into and within the prison system.

15. Monitor the release of known drug gang members from prison.

16. Implement a crime reduction campaign to reduce the number of robberies with the emphasis on (a) Ladies carrying handbags (b) the security of credit card pin no’s and (c) the use of mobile phones.

17. Use all available resources when executing drug warrants or conducting searches in relation to the Misuse of drugs.

Treatment and Support

18. Improve all agencies / practitioners’ awareness of the links between drugs and crime.

19. GPs are regularly identified as a drug offenders’ first point of contact in seeking treatment and as such should be equipped to offer quality referrals and advice.

20. Dispel the widely held belief of problematic drug users that (a) There is no cure for crack & Heroin addiction and (b) That treatment is difficult to access in Bristol.

21. Consider the provision of a service that offered instant admission to drug treatment.

22. Maximise problematic drug users beliefs that prison is the best place for drug treatment, by providing high quality treatment programmes and support during custodial sentences.

23. Consider the use of recovered addicts or individuals with credibility amongst the offenders to deliver the programmes.

24. Convicted offenders to have the purpose and objectives of any interventions clearly explained to avoid unrealistic expectations and subsequent misunderstanding of the process. 

25. Offenders should be notified of any changes in delivery or to the names of persons involved in the support as soon as is appropriate. 

26. Review the location of treatment agencies and support centres in close proximity to drug markets, as the temptation to relapse going to and from appointments is very high.

27. Ensure that hostels and rehab centres are well run and drug free. 

28. Encourage persons serving custodial sentences to become involved in drawing up a realistic release plan.

29. Maximise the support for offenders on release from custodial sentences who have successfully engaged with drug treatment during their sentence. (Particularly housing and employment)

Criminal Justice

30. To note the offenders general opinion that custodial sentences of under 2 years are not suitable, for those whose offences are drug related and intend to enter into treatment programmes.

31. Take steps to restore belief in the system of having offences taken into consideration or devise a new system to achieve the same ends.

32. Encourage courts to take account of the recommendations of treatment workers when sentencing offenders with drug related problems.

33. Publicise and improve access to Restorative Justice Programmes for offenders and victims

34. In recognition of offenders’ reluctance to have offences taken into consideration, the police should consider, re-instating post sentence interviews, to finalise offences in the mind of victims.

35. Prison authorities to take into account the effect of any relocation on an offender’s rehabilitation programme.

36. Improve the numbers of at risk drug offenders who are seen during detention by Arrest Referral workers. (Especially prostitutes and Robbers)

Research

37. Commission research into the Free Drug Market in Bristol

38. Identify, map and monitor drug markets in the old B and C Bristol police districts

39. Explore the link between recreational drug users and problematic open and closed market dealers in Bristol.

40. Conduct further interviews of convicted robbers, prostitutes, burglars and drug dealers to keep abreast of changes in the volatile markets.

41. Encourage links with all agencies involved in the reduction of drug supply in the neighbouring areas affected by the Bristol drug markets.

The BDP aint no good’.

A: On the beat in Bristol you’ve got so many things for the girls it’s unreal. You got the BDP that’s open all the time for condoms and they do a well woman clinic on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Q: What about treatment?


A: I never got offered it once off BDP, never. I know that’s what they’re there for right, to offer you aftercare and rehabs and all that, but most people going into BDP don’t even know that, they just want to get their clean works and that’s it. BDP are basically known as a needle exchange. Nine times out of ten junkies are in there, they really need what they’ve come in for. The last thing they want to do is listen to somebody ranting and raving about rehab, all they want to do is get out.

A: I don’t know 14 or 15 for shoplifting, maybe 16.


Q: So what’s your opinion of them?


A: I come out of jail…and I saw this bloke, every time I went to see him, week in week out I said there was certain things I needed like housing or whatever and basically back in them days they fucked you off. I would sign a book to say I was there and that was it, in there in five minutes.


Q: Do you think that it could have just been him, or was the whole system like that?


A: Every Probation Officer I’ve ever had. This woman I’ve got now is OK, when I was in jail you write to them and say what you need, blah blah blah, but they just don’t give a fuck…they should have sat me down and attacked my drug habit, they should have said listen this is the route you’re going down. Ten years later I am still in jail, I got no help.

‘Say a Yardie has 2 ounces of crack he’ll get 3 ½ to 4 years. If I’ve got an ounce of crack on me I’ll get 7 to 8 years. And that takes the piss, they’re getting out of jail and doing it again. They’re making loads. There’s a Jamaican on the course here now right, he got caught with £11,000 in cash and 2 ounces of crack and an eighth of smack and he got 4 years. The system is fucked’.
